This letter is to notify you that, in part due to the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021, the pass-
through funding associated with this waiver for calendar year 2022 is estimated to be 
$91,110,030, which must be used for purposes of implementing Minnesota’s State Innovation 
Waiver. This amount will be subject to a final administrative determination by the Department of 
the Treasury prior to payment.
